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All recovered explosive ordnance was successfully destroyed
by UNMAS.

)» )) CLEARANCE OPERATIONS IN KOLADET

Koladet is a strategically important seasonal nomadic settlement in the Abyei Area, serving as a vital interface between the
Ngok Dinka village of Noong and the Misseriya nomadic village of Alal. The area is known for its rich and fertile grazing land.
However, it faces a significant and hidden threat from explosive hazards. To address this danger, UNMAS conducted mine
clearance operations in the Koladet area, employing a combination of mechanical and manual clearance methods.

)» )) EXPLOSIVE ORDNANCE RISK EDUCATION

On 6 May 2025, a group of children aged between 8 and 12 were observed handling an F1 hand grenade in Abyei. A local
resident, whose home overlooked the scene, witnessed the incident and intervened, carefully retrieving the grenade from the
children. He immediately reported the findings to UNMAS, which promptly dispatched a team to the location. The team
investigated the scene and safely destroyed the grenade.

In addition, the team conducted an explosive ordnance risk education session with the children involved, as well as their
friends and families in the area. They emphasized key lifesaving messages, including what to do upon discovering an
unknown object and how to report such findings.

Fortunately, the incident ended without harm to the children or their families. It now serves as a powerful reminder that the
children are likely to share with others they meet and interact with.
