Speaking on behalf of the community, the Local Unit Commander pledged their commitment
to the project, noting that ...” we have buried all reservations and our pre-occupation now is
to see that the project is completed and is commissioned on time.

Miracle Corners of the world-USA (MCW) is a grassroots youth founded, not- for-profit,
community development and revitalization organization that has developed and assisted with
numerous community projectsin Africa, Asia, the Middle East and the USA. Today MCW
has a substantial network of partners through its board as well as partnering organizations and
individuals who support the mission and project initiatives of the organization. MCW
projects have received recognition from various government leaders and international
organizations.
